Short-Term Residence Application Guidelines — Fall Semester 2026

We are pleased to announce that we are now accepting applications for short-term residence (one semester
only, until the end of February) in international dormitories for undergraduate and graduate students currently
enrolled at the University.

While regular dormitory recruitment primarily targets newly admitted international students, this opportunity is
also open to current students of all nationalities who wish to experience an international living environment. By
living in an international dormitory, students interact daily with peers from diverse cultural backgrounds, gaining
valuable opportunities for learning and personal growth that are difficult to obtain through ordinary campus life.
These include intercultural understanding, multicultural collaborative learning, improvement of language skills,
and the broadening of global perspectives.

If you are interested in challenging yourself in a new environment or experiencing a lifestyle similar to studying
abroad, we strongly encourage you to apply.

Please note that, in order to secure rooms for newly admitted students each semester, this opportunity is limited

to one semester only (until the end of February). We appreciate your understanding.

1 . Application Period and Notification of Results

Application Period:

June 18 (Thu), 2026 - June 30 (Tue), 2026, 1:00 PM (JST)
Notification of Results:

July 24 (Fri), 2026 (by email)

If the number of applicants exceeds availability, residents may be selected by lottery. Admission is subject to room
availability, and applications may be declined.

Applicants who are not accepted will be notified by July 7 (Tue).

Please refrain from making inquiries prior to the official announcement.

*Regarding International House Utano at Kinugasa Cappus;
I-House Utano is located near a mountainous area, and there have been past reports of bear sightings nearby.
While safety measures are in place, some level of risk remains. Please indicate your preference with this
understanding. Please also note that admission to I-House Utano will be determined comprehensively based on
factors such as application status and safety considerations. Therefore, even if you select |-House Utano as your
preference, admission to this dormitory is not guaranteed.

3 . Period of Residence

Applicants may choose one of the following options. Move-in on weekends and public holidays is not permitted.
1) From September 2026:
From mid-September, 2026 — February 26 (Fri), 2027 (6 months)
— Move-in dates: September 7 (Mon) (x1) or September 17 (Thu) (x2)
(*1)---Full September dormitory fee charged, (*2)-*-Half September dormitory fee charged
2) From October 2026:
October 1 (Thu), 2026 — February 26 (Fri), 2027 (5 months)
— Move-in dates: October 1 (Thu)

Notes on the Residence Period

e Residence is limited until the end of February.

e Students interested in supporting dormitory residents are encouraged to apply for Resident Mentor (RM)
positions. (Applications for Spring 2027 RMs are scheduled around October 2026.)

e Residents are expected to stay during the designated period and move out by the end of February. If you
plan to move out earlier, please indicate this in the application form.

e The official move-out date will be confirmed after submission of a Move-out Notice following move-in.
(While stays of less than 5 months are permitted, applicants who can stay for the full 5 or 6 months are
preferred.)

4 | Eligible Students

e All undergraduate and graduate regular degree students affiliated with Kinugasa, BKC, or OIC campuses

e Student status for Fall Semester 2026 must be “Enrolled” or “Study Abroad” (excluding the actual period
abroad)

e Former dormitory residents may also apply

e Students applying for dormitories outside their home campus must apply through the form for the
desired campus and clearly state the reason (admission is not guaranteed)

5 . Application Requirements

Applicants must satisfy all of the following:
1. Be aregular undergraduate or graduate student of Ritsumeikan University (any nationality or year)
2. Have interest and motivation in communal living and international exchange
3. Agree to comply with the rules stated in each dormitory’s guidebook
(See “10. Dormitory Information”)

7 . For current short-term Residents

In principle, this program allows residence for one semester only.

However, depending on room availability and other considerations, the University may approve an extension at
its discretion.

For the Fall 2026 semester, those who wish to extend their stay may submit a new application via the form above.
Extensions, if approved, will be granted for one semester (until the end of February 2027).

Please note that extension applications are also subject to a selection process. The announcement schedule for
results will follow the timeline indicated above under “1. Application Period and Result Notification.” Thank you
for your understanding.

»*¢Dormitory Fee Policy for Short-Term Extension Applicants

1. The residence entrance fee (equivalent to one month rent), the move-out cleaning fee (¥10,000) and a
contract administrative fee are not required.

2. Participation in the designated move-in date and payment of initial fees are not required.

8 . Initial Fees and Dormitory Fees

Initial costs at move-in (for residents who move in during the first half of September 2026)
For October move-in residents, please read the months in the table as October and November.

<Important Notes>

e In addition to the fees listed in the table below, an administrative processing fee of
¥10,000 will be charged.

e All bank transfer fees must be borne by the applicant.

e |f any damage to the building or facilities occurs due to the resident’s negligence, the cost
of repairs will be charged separately.

e Fees are not calculated on a daily basis.

e Residents are required to enroll in fire insurance separately. Detailed instructions will be

provided after moving in.

in cancellation of admission.
e Cancellations are not permitted after the admission announcement.
e |f cancellation occurs before move-in, admission fees and administrative fees already paid will not be
refunded.
